Welcome by Chair
Kevin Rose

Introduction of Members

Revis Bell addressed committee mentioning value and role of committee.  

Kevin Rose addressed committee reinforcing primary role of the committee to provide services to the membership.  

I.  Old Business:

a. Previous Minutes

Members had read minutes from the 2/17/2005 meeting.  Sue Poor pointed out that ‘TCCTA’ needed to precede the word ‘pens’ in the Placement Center paragraph.  With that change being accepted, Roy Tucker made a motion to accept the minutes.  Silas Marshall seconded and the motion passed unanimously.      

b. Survey

Kevin Rose pointed out that the committee might not be aware of the services members desired and a survey could help with that.  

Sue Poor suggested that we consider a 3-part survey:  What are we doing right?  What are we doing wrong? and How can we reach potential members?  Multiple suggestions were made for distribution of the survey:  put it in the convention bulletin, have campus representatives pass it out at professional development day, and make it available online.  

Jeanene Jones reminded the committee that we need to work with the Publications Committee on the survey.  

Kevin Rose suggested that we should consider asking the membership what discount services they would like to see us offer but wondered how to get this kind of information from a survey.  Silas Marshall suggested using general question about specific services to find out if there is any interest in those services.  

Sue Poor suggested that a subcommittee be formed to formulate survey questions to be presented to the executive committee.  Sue then agreed to chair the survey subcommittee.  Jeanene Jones, Linda Buchanan, Ibrahim Elsamahy, and Dan Porter agreed to serve on the subcommittee and to have questions prepared to present to the Membership Services Committee for discussion and possible approval in February.

II.  New Business


a.   Financial Planning Seminars

Sue Poor said that she would like to attend a Retirement Seminar.  Several committee members commented that they enjoyed Cass Grange but she probably included too many business specific details for a lay audience.  

Michael Campenni suggested that we get someone to address the issue of Social Security Offset.  Sue Poor suggested a combined seminar on Social Security and Medicare.

Revis Bell proposed a seminar addressing the cost of prescription drugs and possible supplementary insurance to cover the out of pocket costs.

Sue Poor proposed trying to find a presenter who could address both issues and their relationship.  Dan Porter moved that we accept this suggestion.  Roy Tucker seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.  Kevin Rose will work with Richard Moore on the presenters.

b. Placement Center

Kevin Rose familiarized the new committee members with the Placement Center arrangements.  The committee then discussed when to man the center.  Sue Poor said that we did have people on Saturday last year.  Jeanene Jones pointed out that some attendees do not arrive at the convention until late on Friday due to work commitments.  The committee agreed to cover the center from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Friday and on Saturday morning.  Kevin Rose will email a schedule for members to sign up for times.  Silas Marshall suggested that if a committee member finds a few minutes of free time, he should drop by and see if any extra help is needed.  TCCTA pens will be sold again this year.


c.  Pre-conference Seminar

Kevin has coordinated a Grant Writing Seminar the past three years.  The first two years were quite successful, but this last year only three people signed up and it had to be cancelled.  A suggestion was made at the retreat in May that we offer a seminar preparing individuals to apply for awards for professional furtherance (e.g. Piper Professor).  The committee was very interested in pursuing this suggestion.

Richard Moore and Larry Allen arrived and joined the discussion.

Sue Poor asked if this would be in addition to other pre-conference seminars.  Kevin Rose said that it would.

Kevin Rose asked the committee if the seminar should be four or eight hours.  Several members spoke up in favor of four hours.

Jeanene Jones made a motion that we provide a seminar on Professional Furtherance.  Sue Poor seconded and the motion was unanimously approved.

Roy Tucker asked about the time.  Richard Moore replied that it would need to be on Thursday before the General Session.  Richard also pointed out that committee members would not be able to attend if it were in the afternoon, but that he felt attendance would be much smaller in the morning due to travel time and the extra expense of lodging on Wednesday evening.  Dan Porter asked if we could do the seminar on Saturday afternoon (a post instead of a pre).  Richard Moore informed the committee that we have no meeting space after the conference for the next two years and that some individuals resent using any part of their weekend for work related activities.  Kevin Rose determined that the committee needed to chose a time on Thursday.  Jeanene Jones stressed that there were most likely going to be committee members that wanted to attend the seminar.  Kevin asked for a motion and suggested a split session.  Jeanene suggested 10 to 2 and moving the committee meetings to 2 p.m.  Kevin asked Richard if we could charge extra and supply a working lunch.  Richard said that was possible.  Kevin suggested that we plan the seminar for 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. with the fourth hour being reserved for questions so that committee members could attend from 11 to 2.

Roy Tucker asked about the cost.  Kevin Rose suggested $100 per person plus $20 for lunch.  Sue Poor said she thought that was reasonable.  Richard Moore preferred the cost be left at $100 per person and said that would still provide a nice sum for TCCTA. 

Kevin Rose suggested a two-fold session, with the first part being a presentation of the different awards available, and the second being instruction on completing applications (what strengths should be highlighted).  

Sue Poor suggested that materials be provided in advance for participants to begin work on and so that participants would know to bring a resume.

Andrea Zabel made a motion that we provide a pre-conference seminar on Professional Furtherance on Thursday from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. with the last hour set aside for questions and a lunch provided to the participants at a cost of $100 per person.  Sue Poor seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Richard Moore thanked the committee for serving and stressed its importance to TCCTA.  Larry Allen also addressed the committee, thanking the members for their time, for caring about services, and for working to increase membership.


d.  GIFFS

Kevin Rose explained the format of the GIFFS sessions to the new committee members.  Ibrahim Elsamahy agreed to head a subcommittee to prepare for the 2006 convention.  Mike Campenni volunteered to help and Kevin will ask Josue Munoz to help as well.

e. TIAA Cref Proposal and John Hancock Proposal

Revis Bell from the executive committee presented the TIAA Cref proposal—an independent 529 plan that allows individuals to prepay college tuition and to lock it in at present cost.

Kevin Rose presented the information on the John Hancock Long Term Care Plan.  

Roy Tucker said that having worked for insurance companies, he had several questions. 

Kevin asked if the committee would like TIAA Cref and John Hancock to come to the meeting in February.

Sue Poor suggested we might want other presenter as well.  Sue Poor suggested that we request information from companies to review prior to the meeting.

Kevin Rose suggested we request the Executive Committee find professionals to present 529 Plans in February.

Linda Buchanan made a motion that we ask the Executive Committee to find professional presentations on 529 Plans for the February meeting and that Long Term Care be tabled.

Sue Poor amended the motion to request the Executive Committee to arrange multiple presenters on both topics in February.  Silas Marshall seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved.

Silas Marshall made a motion that the meeting be adjourned.  Dan Porter seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 3:20 p. m.
