Introduction of Members

I.  Old Business:

a.  Minutes from the 2/19/2004 meeting were read.  A correction was proposed.  The committee had discussed the need for advertisement of the Mortgage and Car Buying Benefits.  Josue Munoz made a motion to accept the corrected minutes.  Silas Marshall seconded.

b.  Financial Planning Seminars



i.  The Social Security Seminar will be presented at 8 a.m.  A representative from the Austin area will be asked to present.  A very large room will be requested as this seminar is always well attended.



ii.  Sue Poor suggested that we consider more sections of the Financial Planning Seminar.  Everyone thought this was a good idea, but we could not find a time slot where there were not conflicts with other convention plans.  The committee agreed to ask Cass Grange to present at 1 p.m.  Larry Allen and Carol Eppright suggested that we ask Cass to address Long Term Care in her presentation as many faculty are dealing with elderly parents and need to make their own plans as well.  Other issues that will be suggested to Cass are:  403B plans and the form necessary for maxing out your contribution, Retirement Issues, and Health Insurance after Retirement.

A suggestion was made that we have a location on the web site for faculty to post questions for the financial planning seminar that could be given to Cass in advance.

Also suggested was the possibility of having booths by Long Term Care providers at convention.

Jeanene Jones made a motion that the Financial Planning Plans be accepted as proposed.  Carol Eppright seconded.

c. Placement Center 

Tommy Thompson suggested that we make a bulletin board with job listings by

discipline (in alphabetical order) including college name and web address only.  Josue Munoz suggested adding a map with all the colleges and offered to make the map.  Carol Eppright and Tommy Thompson offered to work with Wendy Gunderson.  Tommy also suggested that a rolodex of hanging file folders be assembled containing copies of fliers on jobs filed by college name in alphabetical order.  The possibility of having computers available in the future for those interested in checking a Web Site related to a job listing was mentioned.

The Placement Center will be manned again from 8 a.m. to 2 p.m. on Friday and from 8 a.m. till 11 a.m. on Saturday.  Sue Poor made a motion that we accept the proposed suggestions for the placement center.  Josue Munoz seconded.

d. Grant Writing Seminar

Mary Page reported that last year there were 14 participants.  An honorarium was 

given to the presenters.  Pre-registration was required by an announced deadline.  Kevin Rose was reported to have said that the deadline might have discouraged some participation and planned to leave registration open this year.

Tommy Thompson suggested emails be sent to college presidents and campus representatives advertising the seminar.  The email would contain a request that it be forwarded to those individuals on campus involved in grant writing and to professional support staff.  Tommy further proposed that the email come from both Kevin and Richard to show state office support.

The committee hopes that Kevin will be willing to organize the seminar again this year.  Sue Poor volunteered to help Kevin.

Linda Buchanan made a motion that the grant writing suggestions be accepted.  Andrea seconded.

e. Great Ideas for Fitness

Last year there were about 50 participants.  A better location in relation to other

activities will be sought this year.  Janna Holt-Day agreed to organize this event again.  She requested that committee members email her names of nurses and fitness people on their campuses.  Tommy Thompson suggested that campus representatives be emailed a reminder about this session prior to convention.  The possibility of putting something on the TCCTA website encouraging attendance was mentioned.

Jeannine Jones made a motion that the suggestions for the GIFFs session be accepted.  Silas Marshall seconded.

f. Survey

The survey of services suggested at the meeting last October did not occur.  The survey was to be developed at the campus reps meeting in August which also did not occur.    The suggestion was made that some questions about membership services be added to the convention evaluation form.  Similar questions could also be added to the web page.  Tommy volunteered to talk to Scott about these additions.

Carol Eppright made a motion that we accept the proposed plans for the survey.  Mary Page seconded.

Sue Poor reported that she tried the Network Educator Auto Special Discount for Educators and it did not work for her.

II.  New Business

a. Richard presented the Enterprise proposal.  The college can use the agreement as

well as individuals.  The offer is good in and out of state.  All the user needs is the code which will be posted on the web site.  The service would be advertised on the web site and in the membership brochure.  Linda Buchanan suggested that the code be added to membership cards next year.  

Roy Tucker suggested that we accept this agreement.  Mary Page seconded.

b. Janna Holt-Day presented some information about a program called Government Employee Travel Opportunities (GETO).  Members can get a space available timeshare condominium for seven nights for $249.  Carol suggested that we ask Scott to get a GETO number for TCCTA members.  Sue Poor suggested that colleges be encouraged to list group travel opportunities on the TCCTA web site.

Carol Eppright made a motion that the suggestions be accepted.  Mary Page seconded.

c. Travel vouchers were passed out to be completed and returned to Scott.

d. A suggestion was made that a campus representatives meeting be scheduled

during the convention weekend.  A breakfast was suggested along with the possibility of finding a sponsor to pay for the same.  Janna Holt-Day agreed to present the suggestion to Richard.

Roy Tucker discussed Angel Food Ministries.

The meeting was dismissed at 3:20 p.m.
