It is suggested that you indicate at least three
preferences on the enclosed contract form. You may call the TCCTA State Office to inquire
about available spaces. Space may be reserved by telephone, to be confirmed by contract
within 10 days. Full payment must accompany each contract or follow within 30 days. Can-
cellations will be accepted through November 30,2010, and the amount of the rental fee, less
$100 per contract, will be refunded. No refunds will be permitted after that date.
