CLOSED PANEL vs OPEN PANEL PROVIDER SYSTEM:


Prepaid Legal adopted the closed panel plan when accountability became an issue after several years of using the open panel plan.  The open panel plan does not provide the best method of monitoring, because the providers are generally accessed through a list selection process for members.  Closed panel providers utilize our management information systems.





Approximately 87% of provider law firms, representing 98% of our legal service members, are connected to us via high-speed digital links to our management information systems, thereby providing real-time monitoring capability. This online connection offers the provider law firm access to specially designed software developed by us for administration of legal services by the firm. These systems provide statistical reports of each law firm’s activity and performance and allow virtually all of the members served by provider law firms to be monitored on a near real-time basis.
