International Adventures with XX Community College

XX College has strongly emerged into the world of international education with eight faculty-led study abroad programs scheduled to run this Spring and Summer. This doubles the number of programs from last year, and the interest to add more quality trips continues to grow.

XX offers the Mesoamerican Archaeology Study Tour to the Northern Yucatan of Mexico. This program, led by Professor XX, is in its 19th year and serves as a valuable reference for future program success. The students begin XX credit classes in XX, TX and then take part in a two week archaeological tour to the heart of ancient Mayan civilizations. Students perform geographical surveys and travel to some of the most important archaeological sites in Mexico. Student films, slide presentations, and photographs of the 2005 trip were showcased during this year’s International Education Week.

The Cultural Immersion Program to Peru is led by Professor XX and is in its 5th year. Students receive XX credit while taking classes at the University of San Martin in Lima, Peru. They are also exposed to the Peruvian culture through trips, excursions, museum visits, and daily interaction with the Peruvian people. 

Also being offered are three unique opportunities to study business from the perspective of three very different cultures. The college offers Business Study Tours to China, led by Professor XX, Scotland and the UK, led by Professor XX, and Monterrey, Mexico, led by Professor XX. Each of these tours allows students to obtain XX credit while taking classes, visiting local businesses, attending seminars, and meeting area business heads. The students are exposed to business practices and techniques that greatly impact the world market and help prepare them for future business courses and endeavors.

Two new highly anticipated programs to XX this year are trips to Florence, Italy. Professor XX will be taking Art History students to experience the beauty of Italy while studying at the local Scuola Toscana. Students will be taking credit classes in the afternoon and will also have the opportunity to travel to Rome and other areas of interest. Professor XX will be teaching Drawing I and II at the Santa Reparata International School of Art. Students will get hands-on art experience in one of the most inspirational cities in the world, while getting a feel for the vibrant culture of the Italian people.

Finally, our newest program to launch is our Spanish II language immersion trip to San Jose, Costa Rica led by Professor XX. Courses will begin and end in XX, with the actual trip taking place for two weeks during the 1st summer session. This is the only program dedicated to learning the actual language, making it an exciting prospect for XX students.

XX College and the International Programs Office are excited and proud of their faculty and students and are eager to expand and grow their programs.
